3. Shop local - during your stay, you'll almost certainly get to try some of the great local
produce we use on our menus. You can also try out locally produced wines and ales
in the bar. Godalming and the surrounding towns and villages have a lot to offer so, if
you'd like to explore, ask at Reception for information on local attractions, things to do
and places to eat.

Paper recycling bins are provided in all the meeting rooms so please use these for any
paper waste you do have and we will dispose of it for you.

5. Be water wise — we have aerators and watersaving devices fitted wherever we
can so we're making this as simple as possible.
